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Introduction  
 
These information and Publicity Guidelines have been produced by the RDP 
Management Unit of the Welsh Assembly Government to ensure that 
information and publicity measures are fully integrated into scheme and 
project delivery arrangements. 
 
The Guidelines set out how to meet the publicity requirements at each 
appropriate opportunity (e.g. use of logos on stationery, leaflets, web-sites 
etc) and who you should contact for further information and advice. 
 
These requirements will be required for similar provisions e.g. contractual 
arrangements with providers. 
 
1. Branding and Logos 
 
In accordance with Annex VI of EC Regulation 1974/2006 it is a requirement 
to acknowledge and promote the assistance from the European Agricultural 
Fund for Rural Development also known as “EAFRD”. 
 
It is a requirement that when producing publications (booklets, leaflets, letters, 
posters, adverts, application form, corporate stationery, display banners for 
use at conferences and events etc) related to the Rural Development Plan 
(RDP) the EU and WAG logo is displayed on the title page  of the 
document/material.   
 
EU/WAG logo  
 

 
 
The logo comprises of four elements as follows: 
 

·  Emblem of the European Union in accordance with the graphics standards set 
out in Annex VI of EC Regulation 1974/2006; 

·  The fund: The European Agricultural Fund for Rural Development; 
·  The statement “Europe investing in Rural Areas”; and 
·  The Welsh Assembly Government logo 

 
To note the EU strapline should always appear underneath  the EU Flag.  
 
The EU logo should always  appear in full colour alongside the Welsh 
Assembly Government logo as they work together in a fixed relationship. 
 
The emblem is in the following colours: 
 
Pantone Reflex Blue for the rectangular flag and Pantone yellow for the stars. 
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There is a black and white version of the logo but this may only  be used 
following written approval from the RDP Communications Team. Outline the 
rectangle in black and print the stars in black on white. 
 
The logo should preferably be reproduced on a white background. Avoid a 
background of varied colours. If there is no alternative to a coloured 
background, put a white border around the rectangle (flag) as illustrated 
below. 
 

 
 
Please note that a white frame is automatically included on the versions of the 
logo for the designers   
 
The logo is available in high or low resolution jpg/gif for use on Word/Web or 
powerpoint and in.ai file EPS or PSD for professional designers to use in 
printed publications. 
 
IF A LOGO IS REQUESTED BY A DESIGNER WORKING ON YOUR  
PUBLICATION PLEASE SPECIFY THIS WHEN YOU ASK FOR A LOGO 
VERSION – WE CAN THEN SEND THE CORRECT VERSIONS A 
DESIGNER WILL NEED. 
 
Size 
 
The logo has a minimum size of: 
 
A4 40mm wide 
A5 35mm wide 
1/3 A4 wide – 30mm wide 
Web 142 pixels wide 
 
Font Type and Size 
 
The typeface used is syntax with the minimum type s et to 12 point; 
these should not be altered. 
 
There is no maximum size but the logo must be reproduced to a satisfactorily 
quality when enlarged.  
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The EU/WAG logos must be the same size as each other giving equal 
importance to both logos. 
 
The Welsh Assembly Government logo should preferably be placed at the 
right hand side of any documents or display material i.e. no logo’s to the right 
of the dragon. 
 
Any promotional material which cover the Leader approach are also  required 
to display the Leader logo. 
      

 
 
Exclusion zones  
 
The Exclusion zone is the area of clear space that should surround the logo. 
This is to ensure visual impact, without interference from other elements e.g. 
other logos, text etc 
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DO NOT use a jpeg version on a coloured background as this will result in a 
white box surrounding the logos. The AI, EPS or PSD versions should be 
used in this instance.

DO NOT use the middle picture box marks as this is what stretches or 
condenses the logos incorrectly and they appear distorted. 
 
The coloured squares design detailed in the Rural D evelopment Plan 
Style Guide should not be used or adapted for use. The style guide is for 
Welsh Assembly Government publications only. 
 
Hints and Tips 
 
To manipulate the jpeg versions in a word document, go to insert/picture/from 
file and then insert as appropriate. 
 
To get pictures to resize to a different scale, click on the picture to highlight 
the small black boxes on the image box and then click on any of the four 
corner box marks then hold down shift and drag the box in or out until correct 
size. 
 

Do’s and Don’ts  
 
Do not alter the logos or the relationship in the t wo logo sizes with 
each other. 
 
Always reproduce the logo from the digital artwork and position to the 
right hand side of a publication with the dragon in ward facing.  This 
can be positioned at the top, middle or bottom of t he page with 12.5 
mm from the edge. 
 
Don’t reposition the elements 
Don’t alter the typeface 
Don’t flip the logos 
Don’t alter the colours 
Don’t infringe the exclusion zone 
Don’t amend the text 
Don’t distort the image 
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When used alongside other organisational brands ensure the logo is given 
equal prominence by ensuring they are all of equal height.  For example, if the 
predominant logo is the brand at the top of a document the remaining funding 
partner logos can be placed equally in one line underneath.  
 

 
 
Promotional Items 
 
Any item that is funded by the European Union must display the EU logo. If 
you want to produce small promotional items such as pens, keyrings etc, the 
EU and WAG logo must be used, however if space is limited, the flag can be 
used without the strapline i.e. name of the fund and statement. 
 
Reference to funding i.e. text 
 
Where there is an opportunity to explain in the text of a document i.e. a job 
advert, press release, poster etc of the European Union and Welsh Assembly 
Government involvement this is encouraged.  Examples are given below: 
 
Job Adverts 
 
In all instances the logos are to be present on job  adverts. 
 
English  
 
This post is part  funded through the Rural Development Plan for Wales 2007-
2013 which is funded by the Welsh Assembly Government and the European 
Union. 
 
Or where appropriate for schemes which are fully funding the wording should 
be adjusted accordingly.

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Press Releases 
 
It is standard practice that logos do not feature o n press releases.  
Therefore the wording within the statement changes to acknowledge the 
fund.

This project has received funding through the Rural Development Plan for 
Wales 2007-2013 which is funded by the Welsh Assembly Government and 
the European Agricultural Fund for Rural Development.

2. Electronic Information - websites 
 
On web-sites specifically where a scheme/project has received funding 
through the Rural Development Plan the relevant logos should be displayed 
on the homepage to acknowledge the support received by the European 
Union and Welsh Assembly Government. 
 
For delivery partner organisations overseeing individual schemes/projects the 
relevant logos must be displayed and also a link to the European 
Commission’s web-site relating to the European Agricultural Fund for Rural 
Development (EAFRD).

Pixels 
 
Usually 72dpi Minimum and 100 dpi maximum, or seek advice from your 
webmaster if in doubt. 
 
3. Welsh Language and sustainable development 
 
In line with Assembly Government’s Welsh Language Scheme, where 
possible, all publicity activity relating to your project should be bilingual. 
 
In addition, greater awareness of the environment and sustainable 
development should be carefully considered in the production of printed 
literature and use of recyclable materials. 
 
4. Information for beneficiaries/recipients 
 
It is important to ensure beneficiaries/recipients are aware that they are 
participating in a scheme/project part financed by the European Union and the 
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Welsh Assembly Government.  Therefore, it is a requirement to clearly state 
the assistance in the form of displaying the logo(s) for example in letters, 
application forms, certificates etc to make them aware of the funding source. 
 
In accordance with Commission Regulation (EC) No 259/2008, the Welsh 
Assembly Government is obliged to publish, at least annually, details about 
the beneficiaries receiving funding from the Rural Development Plan for 
Wales.

5. Approval Letters/Contracts 
 
Letters confirming that an applicant has been successful must inform them of 
the following EU requirements: 
 

·  The grant they are receiving is partly funded by the European Union through 
the EAFRD. 

·  The priority axis involved. 
·  The grant they are receiving is partly funded by the Welsh Assembly 

Government. 
·  A reminder that details of their agreement will be made public. 
·  Information about plaques/billboard requirements. 
 

For example:  “this grant is partly funded through the European Agricultural 
Fund for Rural Development, under Axis 3 – the quality of life in rural areas 
and diversification of the rural economy”. 
 
For example : “ this grant is partly funded through the European Agricultural 
Fund for Rural Development and funding provided by the Welsh Assembly 
Government”. 
 
6. Commemorative Plaques and Billboards 
 
In some circumstances beneficiaries are obliged to publicise that they have 
received EAFRD funding under the plan by displaying a plaque or billboard.   
 
“Where an operation under the Rural Development Programme results in an 
investment which receives grant worth more than €50,000 it is a regulatory 
requirement to display a plaque” 
 
“A billboard is required at sites of infrastructures whose total cost exceeds 
€500,000” 
 
A plaque shall be installed in the locations of the Local Action Groups 
financed by Axis 4. 
 
The plaques/billboards shall carry a description of the project/operation  
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Further information on the detail required for the production of 
plaques/billboards will be made available shortly.  If you have any 
questions in the meantime please direct them to the  following mailbox:

7. Working Together 
 
To ensure that we meet the requirements of EC Regulation 1974/2006 we 
must work together. It is therefore important that you keep us informed of any 
launch events and other promotional activities e.g. press releases, 
announcements, newsletters etc. 
 
We also welcome photographs or DVDs of your project/scheme which we 
may use as part of our own publicity measures, in particular the Annual 
Publicity Campaign which takes place on the 9th of May which coincides with 
the celebration of “Europe Day”. 
 
It is important to adhere to these European require ments. If they are not 
met, European Agricultural Fund for Rural Developme nt (EAFRD) 
payments to beneficiaries may be withheld or “clawe d back”.
